Commemorating 500 Years of Reformation in 2017

Bishop Dr Dieter Reinstorf, Pietermaritzburg

On 31 October 1517 the 33sear-old
Martin Luther posted 95 theses on the
door of the Castle Church in Witten-
berg. The door functioned as a bulletin
board for various announcements
related to academic and church affairs.
Luther was calling for a disputation (a
debate) on the efficacy of indulgence,
that is the remission of the temporal
punishment inflicted by the Church for
sins that had been confessed and
forgiven. Indulgence was granted not
only as a reward for doing good works,
but also for making mandatory
contributions to the church.

The disputation called by Martin
Luther was never granted. This
however did not prevent the contents
of the 95 theses to spread like a veld
fire throughout Europe. A contempo-
rary of Luther wrote that it was as if
the fangels of God
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In 2017 churches of the Reformation,

in particular the Lutheran Church, will
celdbmten the 500theannivevsany ef thie h e
Reformation. The FELSISA intends to
join in these celebrations, among
other, by publishing a series of essays
on the Book of Concord (The Lutheran
Confessions) and other critical topics
addressed by Martin Luther.

Today the question is often posed,
whether creeds and confessions are
necessary for the weltbeing of the
church, especially as certain questions
debated centuries ago seem less
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
